Course: English for Spouses 2: Michaelmas Term

Entry level: Students’ level may range from B2 to C1.

Course Content

The course will focus on developing confidence, fluency and accuracy in expressing ideas in English and on functioning appropriately in a range of social situations. Approximately half of the time in class will be spent on spoken interaction and feedback, and half on language study. To gain maximum benefit from the class, students should be prepared to spend at least two hours a week doing grammar and / or vocabulary study and consolidation exercises, short pieces of writing, and reading tasks, in preparation for classes. Handouts will be provided, but students will be expected to buy a book or books for self-study work outside the class; these will be discussed at the beginning of the term. Students are also encouraged to use the self-study facilities at the Language Centre.

The precise content of  the coursework will depend on the needs of the group but will include:

· Discussions on a range of topics including current affairs.

· Study of the language appropriate for a range of social situations, and practice of this in pairs and group, including: introducing yourself and asking about other people; making introductions; socialising; service situations e.g. banks, restaurants; asking for information.

· Talking about yourself: habits, work and study, routines and temporary activities; past activities; stories and anecdotes.

· Developing language and strategies for managing conversations in English, including: starting and ending conversations; asking for and giving clarification.

· Pronunciation work; individual sounds, and sounds in connected speech.

· Developing the ability to understand taped conversations and speeches in English.

· Vocabulary development on a range of topics.

· Grammar correction and extension including past and present tenses, passive forms.

Learning outcomes

By the end of this term, students should have increased their fluency in English on a range of topics, and have an awareness of how to function in certain social situations. They should have revised some basic grammatical areas, and worked on their own accuracy, gaining an awareness of errors they commonly make. They should have increased their vocabulary on selected topics and everyday situations, and have a better understanding of how vocabulary functions in English. They should have a better understanding of certain areas of English pronunciation and will have had practice in listening for gist and detail.

· Developing the ability to understand taped conversations and speeches in English.

· Vocabulary development on a range of topics.

· Grammar correction and extension, including present perfect, noun phrases, articles, quantifiers.

· Writing letters and emails
